Discussion

Skateboard Park- Concerns were raised in the community over issues at the skateboard park which came up at a crime watch meeting. Township staff and Park board are unaware of any major problems. Chazz will discuss with the new Police Chief.

Park Hours- Chazz asked the Board to consider park hours with the thought towards curbing any vandalism. Should the hours be changed at all parks to dawn to dusk except at lighted facilities?

Discussion of walkways at Hill Rd ball fields.  Mike Dekker contacted Chazz and raised the issue of walkways again. They want to install them to keep people off the fields and to improve safety. The thought was to dig out a walkway and use fine screenings to make the path. Jerry asked if water drainage issues came up again and that this may help drain the water away.

DBCA request for priority use of Lake Drive and Amity Park 90” field NOT in the licensing area for 2009. Motion to approve made by Harold Boyer, second Jerry Kupp. Motion passes 3-0.
