Mr. Almquist reported at this time the design is to have one Master Homeowners Association with sub sections to control the different needs in each area.

Mr. Lon Seitz presented the design at this time is to build a family restaurant and pizzeria that is expected to seat 85 patrons. A special exception is requested to change the existing Non Conforming use to a new Non Conforming use. The existing buildings have 6,696 Square Feet and the proposed building has 6,237 Square Feet. The proposal will keep the existing house and meets Amity Township Ordinance standards.
