MEETING MINUTES

MEMBERS PRESENT:    Harold Boyer,  Joe Rusiewicz,  Risa Marmontello.  Also attending Charles Lyon - Township Manager. Public:  Karen LeBlanc,  Mike Dekker.

Meeting was called to order with the pledge to the flag at 7:00 pm by Chairman Harold Boyer.  

MOTION to approve the meeting minutes of May 4, 2009 made by Joe Rusiewicz, second by Harold Boyer.  Motion passed 3-0.  

Discussion with Police Chief Shuebrook.  Board members discussed possible changes to park rule regarding clothing and the chief suggested some language to allow some flexibility in enforcement.  Also discussed was smoking policy for outdoor public areas.   Chief Shuebrook thinks that there should be no smoking in public parks.  Karen LeBlanc said that the A.C. does not allow smoking in field areas.  Mike Dekker would not be opposed to a no smoking policy in recreation areas. 
Karen LeBlanc submitted the drawings and details on the Amity A.C.  field lighting to Steve Loomis for review.  The recreation board had previously approved of this improvement has long as plans were compliant with township’s lighting codes. 

Mike Dekker reported that the well pump has been installed and is working well at Hill Road Recreation Area. DBYS has submitted game and tournament dates to township for calendar. He requested a dumpster for trash at Hill Road during baseball season.
TOWNSHIP MANAGER’S REPORT
Mr. Lyon reported that the Facilities Committee for the school district project was working with a consultant to evaluate the all shared sports fields in school district. Several township fields need work.
There is water leak at Lake Drive Recreation Area.  Options for addressing the problem are being discussed.  The previous water fountain was shut down two years ago due to a leak.

MOTION TO RECOMMEND purchase and installation of water fountain at Lake Drive restroom for the amount of $750.00. Motion made by Risa Marmontello, second by Joe Rusiewicz. Motion passed 3-0. 
PARK RULES

Dave Rathgeb and Joe Rusiewicz submitted some proposed changes in park rules.  Board members felt the rules needed further work and decided to discuss at July meeting. 

COMMUNITY SERVICE  -Joe Rusiewicz reported that he continues to work with school district officials to setup the service project for school students for  Fall of 2009.  Science and physical fitness were the two subje3ct areas he suggested. 
EAGLE SCOUT PROJECT -  Risa Marmontello described an Eagle Scout project application submitted by Philip Baskin of  Boy Scout Troop 406,  Royersford. The project would involve the construction of wood duck and bluebird nesting boxes at Monocacy Hill Recreation Area.
MOTION to approve Eagle Scout Project made by Joe Rusiewicz,  second by Harold Boyer.    Motion passed 3-0. 
MOMS CLUB REQUEST  

Stephanie Conlon,  MOMS CLUB President,  asked if the township would share the cost of 1 new changing table for Lake Drive.   Mr. Lyon suggested that Mr. Loomis measure the interior to determine available space before decision is made. 
Mr. Lyon reported that the Daniel Boone School District is getting some workers this summer through the Berks County Workforce program.  The workers may come with a paid supervisor.
Leaf Creek Trail Committee- Next meeting- August 11 ,  public meeting – October 13. 
Mr. Lyon showed the board members trail maps and discussed possible trail routes. Resistance by property owners could complicate the progress of the plan. 
Monocacy Hill Update  -  Risa Marmontello reported that final copies of the Forest Stewardship

have been reviewed and signed by Tim Dugan. The township will be receiving $1,453.00 in cost share funds toward the cost of the plan.  Depending on the state budget, a DCED grant may be possible this year. Other grant programs have been recommended. Two possible funding projects  could be posting the park boundaries and invasives management work.  Estimates for work will be sought.  The first trail trimming of the year is nearly complete. Community service workers will be working on various projects in the next few weeks.  Mr. Dugan offered to host a meeting with DCNR staff and local fire officials to discuss fire access and communications at Monocacy Hill. Harold Boyer asked what the cost would be of posting the property. Mrs. Marmontello said that no costs had been determined yet. 

BOARD CONCERNS

Joe Rusiewicz suggested that the area sports organizations meet to discuss commons interests and needs. The meeting should be attended by all organizations within the school district.  Board members thought it was a good idea. Karen LeBlanc will compile list of sports contacts. Parks and Recreation Board will be represented at this meeting by Joe Rusiewicz. 
Harold Boyer mentioned that timber estimates were received for the township land near Morlatton Village.  
MOTION TO ADJOURN made at 8:39 pm by Risa Marmontello, second by Joe Rusiewicz. Motion passed 3-0.
