MOTION TO APPROVE MINUTES OF MAY  27, 2008  Motion made by Harold Boyer; seconded by Risa Marmontello.  Motion passed 4-0.
BOARD of SUPERVISORS  ACTIONS –  Any actions are covered in Township Manager’s Report.
TOWNSHIP MANAGER’S REPORT – (Attached) 
Fields are being watered at Amity Community Park. Trees are being sprayed and Dave Fisher is replacing some dead trees.
A tree fell on outfield fence at Lake Drive Legion field.  It will be repaired by Amity Fence.
At the Myron Wheeler fields the infield conversion has turned out well.  End caps are missing on some bleachers. 

Leaf Creek Trail Committee will not hold a meeting in July. The next meeting will be August 12, 2008.

Various boards and committees have given their recommendations on recreation fees. The discussion will go to supervisors on July 2nd.  
BOY SCOUT EAGLE PROJECT-    Ben Kelly, a Boy Scout from Troop 521 contacted Risa Marmontello about an Eagle Scout project at Monocacy Hill Recreation Area.  He has submitted a design for four benches to be constructed and placed along the trails.  Mr. Kelly would like to finish the project this summer. 
MOTION for approval of the Eagle Scout project was made by David Rathgeb, seconded by Joe Rusiewicz.  Motion passed 4-0.  
MOMS CLUB REQUEST   -  Risa Marmontello received information that the Moms Club would like the Recreation Board to reconsider the construction of a fence around the playground area at Amity Community Park. No action taken.
PLANNING COMMISSION ITEMS

Mr. Lyon reported that a sketch plan for the Reading Hospital property is expected in July. 

BOARD CONCERNS 
David Rathgeb mentioned that the recreation board should schedule a meeting with the Optimist Club and Lions Club to start discussions on a possible 2009 Community Days at Amity Community Park.  It was agreed that we would invite them to attend our Parks and Recreation meeting on Sept 23rd. 
After additional advertisements, several new registrations have been received for the Summer Day Camp program.  Joe Rusiewicz asked how long Ozzy’s had been doing the program for the township.  Members replied approximately 7 years. 
Harold Boyer announced the Open House for Villa at Morlatton will be held on Wednesday, July 2nd. Recreation Board members received invitations to attend.
Risa Marmontello informed the board that the supervisors had approved a payment schedule for the Arbour Green recreation fees to be paid on a per unit basis for the first half of the development. 
Joe Rusiewicz asked questions concerning the pavilion fees charged. 

The board discussed a possible tour of recreation areas in advance of budget planning later this year.  A tentative date of Wednesday July 23rd was agreed upon,  pending the availability of board members.
