Vice-Chair’s Comments

Mr. Gilbert briefed the EDAC on the Pagoda Motorcycle Club race track proposed for the Limited Industrial (LI) zoning district of Amity Township.  Mr. Gilbert expressed concern that if such a race track facility were to be a permitted by-right use in an LI district, there would be a concern of other property owners who abut land proposed for LI re-zoning as part of the Amity Western Industrial Park (AWIP) to oppose the re-zoning for fear of having a race track adjoin their property.  The EDAC understood the concerns as expressed by the Vice-Chair and discussion was held on options for the zoning of the AWIP.  The consensus of the EDAC was to request that the AWIP be rezoned into a separately defined zoning district that would not permit such uses as race tracks in that district.
