MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 26, 2008
BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT:  Jerry Kupp, Dave Rathgeb, Joe Rusiewisz,  Risa Marmontello.  Also present:  Charles Lyon, Township Manager.

CALL TO ORDER:Vice Chairman, Jerry Kupp, called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag at 7:02 pm.

MOTION to approve meeting minutes of July 22, 2008 made by Dave Rathgeb, seconded by Joe Rusiewisz.  Motion passed 4-0.  

Update on 2009 Community Days Discussion

Dave  Rathgeb, Risa Marmontello and Harold Boyer attended a meeting held by the Optimist Club at Amity Community Park on  July 31st to discuss the possible relocation of the event to Amity Community Park. 
The Optimists felt that the best location for most activities would be the parking lot at the middle school.  The school district would have to be a cooperative partner in this effort.  One key factor is the availability of electricity to power the activities in the area of the parking lot. It was determined that 200 Amp service is available. Mike Karst will get an estimate for the installation of two electric boxes. They would like access to indoor restroom facilities at the school building, if possible. The number of volunteers needs to be expanded and more community groups should be involved.  It is possible to have other events along with Community Days  - Fun Run, Chili Cookoff, tennis tournament, etc.  Optimists will request possible budget items for 2009 and are expected to attend the September recreation board meeting with school district representatives to further discuss. Board secretary will confirm their attendance. 
Tony Tucci asked if he could have permission to schedule three games at Legion Field at Lake Drive during Community Days this year.  He was told to coordinate with the Optimists Club.

TOWNSHIP MANAGERS REPORT ( Attached)
MOTION to recommend purchase of and adapter and pump to resolve water issues at Amity Community Park at the cost of $2,400 made by David Rathgeb,  second by Risa Marmontello.  Motion passed 4-0. 
Motor vehicles inside Amity Community Park continue to be a problem, both for field and pavilion usage.  Vehicles parked along Weavertown Road  present a traffic hazard. Various options were discussed to address the problem including additional signage, permits for pavilion renters and coaches, and police enforcement.   Possible purchase of a gator to haul supplies and equipment was also discussed.  The vehicle could shared usage and be stored in storage area behind pavilion.  Mr. Lyon said he would contact township’s insurance company to see if they have any restrictions.
MOTION to authorize Township Manager to post signage to restrict motor vehicles at Amity Community Park made by Joe Rusiewisz; seconded by Dave Rathgeb. Motion passed 4-0. 

We have a verbal approval for use of the Intermediate Center gym for the basketball program beginning   October 20,2008 – March 16, 2009.  Program will be publicized in the fall newsletter and well as with flyers.  Mike Frampton has agreed to supervise program again this year. 
There has been no further communication from Amity AC regarding the proposed lighting of Amity Park Road soccer field. 

LEAF CREEK TRAIL COMMITTEE REPORT-  RFP has been finalized and sent to DCNR for review. 30 days will be allowed for proposals to be submitted.  
MOTION to approve advertising the RFP for a consultant to work on feasibility study.  Motion made by David Rathgeb; seconded by Joe Rusiewicz. Motion passed 4-0. 
LICENSE COMMITTEE REPORT – No meeting is currently scheduled. Township is awaiting a response to request for a meeting with new superintendent. 
HALLOWEEN PARADE REQUEST -  MOTION to  approve Optimist’s Club request for holding the Halloween Parade at Lake Drive Recreation Area on October 21st,  raindate- October 28th. Motion made by Joe Rusiewicz, seconded by Risa Marmontello. Motion passed 4-0. 
BUDGET REVIEW

Tony Tucci requested 4-5 loads of additional infield mix for 2009 to complete project at Legion Field. Board members indicated that they did not realize the improvements to the field were in several phases and would require several loads of mix every year.  Last year during budget discussions the board agreed on a policy starting in 2009 of providing only one load of infield mix per field .The pitcher’s mound had been raised in 2007 ago to improve drainage.  Township provided only one load in 2008.  He mentioned that Legion Field is larger than other fields and needs 2 loads for maintaining field each year.  Mr. Tucci also requested a price estimate for mowing the infield at Legion Field.  Lake Drive outfield fence still needs to be repaired.
MOTION to request that the unexpended funds designated for the Leaf  Creek Trail feasibility study be encumbered to the 2009 budget. Motion made by Jerry Kupp; seconded by Joe Rusiewicz. Motion passed 4-0.   
MOTION to pay $1,000  budgeted donation to Historic Preservation Trust.  Motion made by Risa Marmontello,  seconded by Dave Rathgeb. Motion passed 4-0. 
Possible new purchases in 2009  included a gator for Amity Community Park ( $7,500) and  security camera for Lake Drive.    

Board Secretary will forward budget notes with rough figures to Mr. Lyon to complete. Draft  budget should be approved at September meeting.
BOARD CONCERNS

David Rathgeb is still discussing a flagpole for Amity Community Park with the Lions Club.

David Rathgeb and Risa Marmontello mentioned that the trees and shrubs at Amity Community Park should have some mulch. 
MOTION to recommend that David Rathgeb be approved to attend the DCNR Trail Summit  Sept 25-27, 2008  at the cost of $250.00. Motion made by Jerry Kupp, seconded by Joe Rusiewicz. Motion passed 4-0. 
Joe Rusiewicz mentioned that Friday October 31st is Fall Senior Night for the School District and there might be a possible conflict with trick or treating nights.
