MEETING MINUTES

September 1, 2009 
MEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE:   Harold Boyer,  Jerry Kupp, Risa Marmontello,  Joe Rusiewicz,  Charles Lyon – Township Manager.
CALL TO ORDER  Chairman Harold Boyer called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm with the pledge to the flag.  

MOTION to approve minutes of August 2009 meeting. Motion made by Joe Rusiewicz, second by Jerry Kupp. Motion passed 4-0. 
TOWNSHIP MANAGER’S REPORT 

Mr. Lyon said that new tennis nets have been ordered for Amity Community Park.  The problems with baseball tournaments were discussed with License Committee members and Mr Tucci.  Trash, restrooms, policing event were discussed.  Mr. Tucci will be responsible for maintaining restrooms. They will look into alternatives for trash collection.
Board of Supervisors are in favor of selling advertising in the parks to raise revenues. 

Lights are about to be installed at township soccer fields at Amity Park Road.

School district employees helped with maintenance at  Myron Wheeler fields.

Various field improvements at Amity Community Park are planned. 

Mark Malizzi spoke to board about the Thunder Outreach event proposed as a safe Halloween event for kids.  The preferred location is Lake Drive.  The necessary paperwork would be filled out and insurance certificate provided.  No services would be required from the township. MOTION to approve of the use of Lake Drive Recreation Area for Thunder Outreach Event on October 31st.  Motion made by Joe Rusiewicz, second by Risa Marmontello.Motion passed 4-0.
MOTION to approve Optimist Club request for Halloween Parade using Lake Drive Recreation Area on October 20; raindate -  October 27th.  Motion made by Jerry Kupp;  second by Joe Rusiewicz.  Motion passed 4-0.  

MOTION to approve request by Monocacy Hill Conservation Assn. to hold a Moonlight Hike at Monocacy Hill Recreation Area on November 1st  starting at 8:30 pm .   Motion made by Joe Rusiewicz, second by Jerry Kupp. Motion passed 4-0. 
Risa Marmontello mentioned that she was contacted by an Eagle Scout looking to do a project. She asked for suggestions for recreation areas. 
Blazer Midget football needs a shed. Bike racks could be made for Hill Road and Lake Drive. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Tony Pajakinas spoke to the board about the needs of the Amity AC Lacrosse program. The program was established in 1995 and is expanding rapidly.   They have only one field to use and need more field space.  Tony asked about fields that may be available at Amity Community Park. Their season runs from April – June.  John Okuniewski indicated that a field would be available during that time period.  Tony would be required to contact the middle school to schedule use. 
John Okuniewski wants to use portable lighting. Blazer Midget football will use the fields Monday, Tues, Thurs  -  6-8 pm. from mid September thru October. 
Tony Tucci ,  DBCA, spoke to the board about the recent problems with the baseball  tournaments.  He said that his group did offer to leave the pavilion when the conflict of scheduling was realized.  HE stated that he had reserved that day of his use.  Mr Tucci said that some of the problems such as trash collection could be improve, but that he has no control over people parking on private property.  He says that he cleaned up any problems before he left . Mr. Lyon was disturbed by the amount of time it cost the township and himself to respond to all the complaints.   
Joe Rusiewicz mentioned that DBCA is not charged a rental fee for the pavilion or the fields and that the organization makes money from  these tournaments. He suggested that better control is needed and that perhaps a check list of items be completed before the event.  Mr. Tucci  reminded the board that money made at these tournaments is also used to do improvements on the fields.  

All agreed that we want to keep the relationship cordial between DBCA and the Township, but better planning is needed. 

COMMUNITY DAYS

Mr Boyer talked about distributing a survey during Community Days concerning a possible tennis program.  He expressed some concern about the lack of lighting at the pavilion for Bingo. 

Board still needs to complete booth schedule. Tables can remain there at the space. 
BUDGET REVIEW
Lisa Smith said that Daniel Boone Youth Sports would need 6 loads of infield mix for 2010-

 3 for Hill Road, 2 for Myron Wheeler Fields and 1 for Lake Drive. 
  DBCA needs 2 loads  for Legion Field at Lake Drive.   Total loads needed = 8. ( Additional loads are needed for Amity Community Park fields.
There was no estimate obtained for Morlatton Village or for a Summer Day Camp Program. 
Mr. Lyon said that approximately $700 would be needed for the walkway at Hill Road Recreation Area.
MOTION to pay the 2009 donation of $1,000 to Historic Preservation Trust.  Motion made by Risa Marmontello, second by Joe Rusiewicz.  Motion passed 3-0.  Mr. Boyer abstained.
MOTION to approve purchase of plastic lumber in the amount of  $ 96.00 to rebuild three trash cans at Monocacy Hill Recreation Area.  Motion made by Joe Rusiewicz,  second by Jerry Kupp.  Motion passed 4-0.
Several officials from the Bureau of Forestry will be meeting tomorrow with Kim McGrath , Risa Marmontello and Harold Boyer to discuss their recommendations on fire response for  Monocacy Hill Recreation Area. 
BOARD CONCERNS
Supervision is still needed for basketball program.  
MOTION  to adjourn meeting  at 8:39 pm made by Jerry Kupp; second by Joe Rusiewicsz.  Motion passed 4-0.
