MEETING MINUTES

NOVEMBER 2, 2009

MEMBERS PRESENT:   Risa Marmontello, Jerry Kupp, Joe Rusiewicz, David Rathgeb, Harold Boyer.  Also attending:   Chazz Lyon, Township Manager.
The meeting was called to order with the pledge to the flag at 7:07 pm by Vice-Chairman, Jerry Kupp.  Harold Boyer arrived later. 
MOTION to approve meeting minutes of October 5, 2009.  Motion made by David Rathgeb, second by Joe Rusiewicz. Motion passed 4-0.  

TOWNSHIP MANAGER’S REPORT (Attached) 
Mr. Lyon reported on the following items:
The public meeting for the leaf Creek Trail project was held on October 13th, the next meeting date will be held on Tuesday, December 8th. Consultant believes that it’s feasible to design pedestrian access from bridge to the Schuylkill River Trail and also possibly to the bike trail in Union Township. Some properties are still in question.  
No monitor has been found for the basketball program, and the basketballs have not been located.  Joe Rusiewicz will forward contact information for a possible monitor. 

The township was not pleased with the Thunder Outreach event held at Lake Drive. Additional skate board park equipment was brought in for the event without the township’s permission.

Mr. Lyon presented a draft copy of the sign honoring Gene Hafer.  The draft has been approved by the Hafer family.  Cost estimates have to be obtained and a specific location decided at Amity Park Road Recreation Area. Board members had no objection to the sign and wording. 

The Naylor property near Morlatton Village is seeking access through land owned by the Historic Preservation Trust. The Trust is opposed to this action and has been supported by the Amity Township Supervisors. Zoning is Rural Conservation, but various uses could be done by special exception. 

A schedule of upgrades for the sports fields at Amity Community Park has been proposed by the Daniel Boone School District. The work would take place late 2009- early 2010. Fields should be ready for use again in fall of 2010. Tomlinson and Bomburger has submitted price quotations. Township would see a savings of approximately $2,500. 2010 budget amount includes gate for the tennis courts. 
MOTION to recommend acceptance of the field work and schedule made by Jerry Kupp, second by Joe Rusiewicz. Motion passed 5-0. 

Holiday collection project with Union Township – Risa Marmontello will attend meeting on November 3rd and get details to pass on to the board members.
MEETING DATES FOR 2010   -  Board agreed to request the first Monday of each month for meeting dates.  Two exceptions would be made for holidays.  The list is as follows:  January 4th, February 1st, March 1st,  April 5th, May 3rd, June 7th,  Tuesday, July 6th,  August 2nd, Tuesday,  September 7th, October 4th, November 1st, December 6th.  Meeting time will remain at 7:00 pm. 

PLANNING COMMISSION ITEMS

MOTION to recommend acceptance of recreation fees from Pagoda Motorcycle Club land development plan in the amount of $7, 013.00, and designation of fees to Amity Community Park. Motion made by David Rathgeb, second by Jerry Kupp. Motion passed 5-0.

MONOCACY HILL UPDATE

MOTION to approve resolution closing Monocacy Hill Recreation Area to anyone except hunters from November 30th thru December 12th, with the exception of Sunday, December 6th. 

Motion made by Joe Rusiewicz, second by David Rathgeb. Motion passed 5-0.   This notice will be posted at the park by maintenance staff. 
Risa Marmontello asked for permission to pursue a professional invasives management project to remove or treat Norway Maples and Ailanthus trees in certain areas.   Several estimates would be obtained for herbicide application on girdled and cut trees. Funds from the Monocacy Hill bequest fund could be used to pay for the project. Project would involve several volunteers at a cost not to exceed $1,500.00. David Rathgeb asked about the size of the trees and had concerns about safety of the dead trees in certain areas like along roads and trails.  Risa will present project to Board of Supervisors when more details are available.
PUBLIC COMMENT

Karen LeBlanc (Amity A.C. Soccer) reported that the deflectors have been ordered for the lights on the soccer field. Steve Loomis will check compliance after they are installed. 
Lisa Miller ( DBYS) requested permission to use portable lights for Myron Wheeler fields and possibly Lake Drive for a weekend next year. These lights would be rental units.   Jerry Kupp had some concerns about the height and safety of the lights.  The light and sound could affect neighboring properties. Lisa was asked to return with more details.
DBYS would like to have the township purchase 6 loads of infield mix to spread on fields at Hill Road, Lake Drive and Myron Wheeler fields before the end of the year.  The township would reimburse DBYS in 2010 with budgeted funds. 
MOTION  to recommend allowing purchase in 2009 and reimbursement to DBYS for 6 loads of infield mix made by Jerry Kupp, second by Joe Rusiewicz. Motion passed 5-0. 
BOARD CONCERNS - none
