MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 7, 2009
MEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE:  Risa Marmontello, Harold Boyer, Jerry Kupp, David Rathgeb, Joe Rusiewicz.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Harold Boyer at 7:02 pm.  

MOTION  to approve minutes of November 2, 2009 meeting.  Motion made by Jerry Kupp, second by Dave Rathgeb.   Motion passed 4-0.

Joe Rusiewicz arrived 7:07pm.
TOWNSHIP MANAGER’S REPORT –( Attached)  Mr. Lyon was not in attendance . Mr Boyer reviewed his report with the board. 

The board of supervisors approved several recreation recommendations:   Purchase of infield mix, 2010 meeting dates, ACP field improvements, Hafer sign, hunting resolution.
The next Leaf Creek Trail Committee meeting will be Tuesday, December 8th.
Basketball program now has a monitor and is well attended. 

Skateboard Park -  Board discussed the recent new articles concerning problems at the skateboard park.  Members thought it was a positive thing that there was renewed interest in the skateboard park committee, but felt that the recreation board should be more involved in the discussion. Better communication is needed.  

Risa Marmontello reported that the holiday collection in Union Township went well, but needed more advertising and more participation. Media covered it well.   They talked about possibly moving the event to Amity next year. A follow up meeting is planned for January. 
Mr. Boyer asked if  anyone had heard about a holiday tree at the township building.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

MONOCACY HILL INVASIVES PROJECT – Risa Marmontello informed the board of the information received since the November meeting.  Three estimates have been obtained for the treatment of Norway Maples.  The preferred option is by EcoBound , a local company with experience working on invasive species.  Risa met with David Vollmer to discuss project. They submitted a reasonable price of  $70 hour plus $170.00 gallon for supplies.  They would use a basal bark spraying method and be able to treat more trees than the girdling method. All trees to be treated have been tagged.
MOTION to recommend that the township hire EcoBound to do herbicide treatment on Norway Maples at Monocacy Hill.  The amount of the project is not to exceed $2,500 and will be paid out of the Monocacy Hill bequest fund.  Motion made by Dave Rathgeb, second by Joe Rusiewicz.    Motion passed 5-0.
License Committee has not met recently.  

PUBLIC COMMENT

Karen LeBlanc said that the Amity AC received some evaluation of the fields which indicated they were compacted from use and that the recommended management would be to continue aerating and slit seeding.  The deflectors for the lights will be installed next spring.  

BOARD CONCERNS

Risa Marmontello mentioned that Steve Loomis is currently checking into an encroachment issue with a property owner along Limekiln.  It appears that no permanent damage has been done at Monocacy Hill Recreation Area, but Mr. Loomis will send a letter to have property owner remove No Hunting signs on park property. Property boundary markers are difficult to find. Surveying may have to be done at some time in the future to reestablish permanent boundary markers. 
Joe Rusiewicz said he would be willing to put together an estimate for a summer day camp program for 2010.

David Rathgeb said he would continue to look into a less expensive outdoor projector for a possible “Movie Night” at Amity Community Park.

MOTION  to adjourn meeting at 7:42 pm made by Jerry Kupp, second by Joe Rusiewicz.  Motion passed 5-0.
